When the Outstanding Universal Value of the
property which justified its inscription on the World Heritage Li#bss the
Committee conslers deleting the property from the World Heritage List.

They are
requested by the World Heritage Committee to ascertain, in consultation with the State Party concerned, the condition of the
property, the dangers to the property and the feasibility of adequately restoring #mypofo assess progress made in
implementing such corrective measures, and include a reporting back to the Committee on the findings of the mission (see
Paragraph 176.e). The terms of reference of Reactive Monitoring missions are proposed by thesitéglel €entre, in

line with the decision adopted by the World Heritage Committee, and consolidated in consultation with the State Party and
the relevant Advisory Body(iedkxperts for such missions shall not be nationals of the country where the pioloedyed.

etc.The terms of reference of Advisory missions are proposed by the State Party itself, and consolidated in consultation with
the World Heritage Centre and the relevant Advisory Bod(@kgr organizatiofs) or experts.

Depending on the type of cultural heritage, and its cultural context, properties
may be understood to make conditions of authenticity if their cultural
values (as recognized in the nomination criteria proposed) are truthfully and
credibly expressed through a variety of attributes including:

form and design;

traditions, techniques and management systems;
location and setting;

language, and other forms of intangible heritage;
spirit and feeling; and

other internal and external factors.

Attributes such as spirit and feeling do not lend themselves easily to practical
applications of the conditions of authenticity, but nevertheless are important
indicators of character and sense of place, for example, in communities
maintaining tradition and cultural continuity.

The use of all these sources permits elaboration of thefispartistic,
historic, social, and scientific dimensions of the cultural heritage being
examinedflnformation sourcasare defined as all physical, written, oral,
and figurative sources, which make it possible to know the nature,
specificities, meaniy and history of the cultural heritage.

When the conditions of authenticity are considered in preparing a nomination
for a property, the State Party should first identify all of the applicable
significant attributes of authenticity. The statement of autitity should

assess the degree to which authenticity is present in, or expressed by, each of
these significant attributes.

In relation to authenticity, the reconstruction of archaeological remains or
historic buildings or districts is justifiable onlyéxceptional circumstances.
Reconstruction is acceptable only on the basis of complete and detailed
documentation and to no extent on conjecture.

Integrity

Integrity is a measure of the wholeness and intactness of the natural and/or
cultural heritage and its attributes.

For example, afice ag® area would meet the conditions of integrity if it
includes the snow field, the glacier itself and samples of cutting patterns,
deposition and colonization (e.g. striations, moraines, pioneer statjant
succession, etc.); in the case of volcanoes, the magmatic series should be
complete and all or most of the varieties of effusive rocks and types of
eruptions be represented.

94.  Properties proposed under criterion (ix) should have sufficient size and
contain the necessary elements to demonstrate the key aspects of processes
that are essential for the long term conservation of the ecosystems and the
biological diversity they contain. For example, an area of tropical rain forest
would meet the conditianof integrity if it includes a certain amount of
variation in elevation above sea level, changes in topography and soil types,
patch systems and naturally regenerating patches; similarly a coral reef
should include, for example, seagrass, mangrove orr al@cent
ecosystems that regulate nutrient and sediment inputs into the reef.

Properties proposed under criterion (xX) should be the most important
properties for the conservation of biological diversity. Only those properties
which are the most biologilha diverse and/or representative are likely to
meet this criterion. The properties should contain habitats for maintaining the
most diverse fauna and flora characteristic of thegbimgraphic province

and ecosystems under consideration. For examptmiegt savannah would

meet the conditions of integrity if it includes a complete assemblage of co
evolved herbivores and plants; an island ecosystem should include habitats
for maintaining endemic biota; a property containing wide ranging species
should bdarge enough to include the most critical habitats essential to ensure
the survival of viable populations of those species; for an area containing
migratory species, seasonal breeding and nesting sites, and migratory routes,
wherever they are located, sitthbe adequately protected.

mixed properties, authgaity. It should also include a statement on the

protection and management in force and the requirements for protection and
management for the future. The Statement of Outstanding Universal Value

shall be the basis for the future protection and managefidet property.

Where necessary, the protection and management part of the Statement of
Outstanding Universal Value may be updated by the World Heritage
Committee, in consultation with the State Party and further to a review by
the Advisory Bodies. Sualpdates could be made periodically further to the
outcomes of Periodi®eporting cycles, or at any Committee session, if
required.

The World Heritage Centre will automatically keep the Statements of
Outstanding Universal Value updated further to subseqlaeigions taken

by the Committee concerning a change of name of the property and change
of surface further to minor boundary modifications and correct any factual
errors as agreed with the relevant Advisory Bodies.

In the framework of the Gender EqualRyiority of UNESCO, the use of
gendemeutral language in the preparation of Statements of Outstanding
Universal Value is encouraged.

At the time of inscription, the Committee may also make other
recommendations concerning the protection and managenteet \éforld
Heritage property.
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157. The Statement of Outstanding Universal Value (including the criteria for
which a specific property is inscribed on the World Heritage List) will be set
out by the Committee in its reports and publications.

Decision not tanscribe

158. If the Committee decides that a property shawdtl be inscribed on the
World Heritage List, the nomination may not be presented to the Committee
againexcept in exceptional circumstances.

Heritage Emblem which had been designed by Mr. Michel Olyff. This
Emblem symbolizes the interdependence of cultural and natural properties:
the central square is a form createthbgnansand the circle represents nature,
the twobeing intimately linked. The Emblem is round, like the world, but at
the same time it is a symbol of protection. It symbolizesCiivention
signifies the adherence of States Parties tcCthrevention and serves to
identify properties inscribed in theMfd Heritage List. It is associated with
public knowledge about th€onventionand is the imprimatur of the
Conventiors credibility and prestige. Above all, it is a representation of the
universal values for which tf@onventiorstands.

259. The Committee drded that the Emblem proposed by the artist could be used,
in any colour or size, depending on the use, the technical possibilities and
considerations of an artistic nature. The Emblem should always carry the text
AWORLD HERITAGE. PATRIMOINE MONDIALS The space occupied
by APATRIMONIO MUNDIAL O can be used for its translation into the
national language of the country where the Emblem is to be used.

Increasing proper uses of the World Heritage Emblem

Properties inscribed on the World Heritage List should be marked with the
emblem jointly with the UNESCO logo, which should, however, be placed
in such a way that they do not visually impair the property in question.

Production of plagues to commemorate the inscription of properties on the

World Heritage List

Once a property is inscribed on the World Heritage List, the State Party
should place a plaguwhenever possible, to commemorate this inscription.
These plagues are designed to inform the public of the country concerned
and foreign visitors that the property visited has a particular value which has
been recognized by the international commuiitpther words, the property

is exceptional, of interest not only to one nation, but also to the whole world.

INTRODUCTION

1. This annex provides information on specific types of properties to guide States Parties in preparing
nominations of properties for inscription on the World Heritage List. The following information
constitutes guidelines that should be used in associatitn @hapter Il of theOperational
Guidelineswhich contains the criteria for inscription of properties on the World Heritage List.

2. The Committee has endorsed the findings of expert meetings on the subject of cultural landscapes,
towns, canals and rogé¢Part |, below).

3. The reports of other expert meetings requested by the World Heritage Committee, in the framework
of the Global Strategy for a representative, balanced and credible World Heritage List, are referred to
in Part I1.

4. Part lll lists vafous comparative and thematic studies prepared by the Advisory Bodies.

I. CULTURAL LANDSCAPES, TOWNS, CANALS AND ROUTES

5. The World Heritage Committee has identified and defined several specific types of cultural and
natural properties and has adopspécific guidelines to facilitate the evaluation of such properties
when nominated for inscription on the World Heritage List. To date, these cover the following
categories, although it is likely that others may be added in due course:

a) Cultural Landscapes;

b)  Historic Towns and Town Centres;
c) Heritage Canals;

d) Heritage Routes.

21 The Committee may develop additional guidelines for other types of properties in future years.
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CULTURAL LANDSCAPES?
Definition

6. Cultural landscapes are cultural properties and represditaimined works of nature and of ndan
designated in Article 1 of theonventionThey ardllustrative of the evolution of human society and
settlement over time, under the influence of the physical constraints and/or opportunities presented by
their natural environment and of successive social, economic and cultural forces, both external and
internal.

7. They should be selected on the basis both of their Outstanding Universal Value and of their
representativity in terms of a clearly defined-getiural region and also for their capacity to illustrate
the essential and distinct cultural elensavitsuch regions.

8. The termficultural landscageembraces a diversity of manifestations of the interaction between
humankind and its natural environment.

0. Cultural landscapes often reflect specific techniques of sustainableudandonsidering the
characteristics and limits of the natural environment they are established in, and a specific spiritual
relation to nature. Protection of cultural landscapes can contribute to modern techniques of sustainable
landuse and can maintain or enhance naturalegln the landscap&he continued existence of
traditional forms of landise supports biological diversity in many regions of the world. The protection
of traditional cultural landscapes is therefore helpful in maintaining biological diversity.

Definition and Categories
10. Cultural landscapes fall into three main categories, namely:

0) The most easily identifiable is the clearly definkohdscape designed and created
intentionally by man. This embraces garden and parkland landscapes constructed for
aeshetic reasons which are often (but not always) associated with religious or other
monumental buildings and ensembles.

(i) The second category is theganically evolved landscapeThis results from an initial social,
economi¢ administrative, and/aeligious imperative and has developed its present form by
association with and in respgm to its natural environmerfuch landscapes reflect that
process of evolution in theiorm and component featurd$ey fall into two sukcategories:

- arelict (or fossil) landscape is one in which an evolutionary process came to an end at
some time in the past,tieér abruptly or over a periotts significant distinguishing
features are, however, still visible in material form.

- a continuing landscape is one wlhiretains an active social role in contemporary
societycloselyassociated with the traditional way of life, and in which the evolutionary
process is still in progresAt the same time it exhibits significant material evidence of
its evolution over time.

(iii) The final category is thassociative cultural landscapeThe inscription of such landscapes
on theWorld Heritage List is justifiable by virtue of the powerful religious, artistic or cultural
associations of the natural element rather than mataritiral evidence, which may be
insignificant or even absent.

The extent of a cultural landscape for inscription on the World Heritage List is relative to its
functionality and intelligibity. In any case, the sample selected must be substantial enough to
adequatelyrepresent the totality of the cultural landscape that it illustrates. The possibility of
designating long linear areas which represent culturally significant transport and rtoation
networks should not be excluded.

General criteria for protection and management are equally applicable to cultural landscapes. It is
important that due attention be paid to the full range of values represented in the landscape, both
cultural and natural. The nominations should be prepared in collaboration with and the full approval
of local communities.

The existence of a categoryfa@lltural landscape included on the World Heritage List on the basis
of the criteria set out in Paragraphof theOperational Guidelinesdoes not exclude the possibility
of properties oexceptionaimportance in relation to both cultural and natural criteria continuing to
be inscribed (see deftion of mixed properties as set out in Paragrdfh In such cases, their
Outstanding Universal Value must be justified under both sets of criteria.

HISTORIC TOWNS AND TOWN CENTRES?

Definition and Categories

14.

Groups of urban buildings eligible for inscription on the World Heritage List fall into three main
categories, namely:

0] townswhich areno longer inhabitedbut which provide unchangedchaeological evidence
of the past; these generally satisfy the criterion of authenticity and their state of conservation
can be relatively easily controlled,;

(i) historic towns which are still inhabitedand which, by their very nature, have developetl an
will continueto develop under the influence of seeiconomic and cultural change, a situation
that renders the assessment of their authenticity more difficult and any conservation policy
more problematical;

(iii) new towns of the twentieth centurywhich paradoxically have something in common with
both the aforementioned categories: while their original urban organization is clearly
recognizableand their authenticity is undeniable, their future is unclear because their
development is largely uncontrdila.

Inscription of Historic Towns and Town Centres on the World Heritage List

15.

The significanceof Historic Towns and Town Centres can be examined under the factors outlined
below:

0] Towns no longer inhabited

The evaluation of towns that are no longnabited does not raise any special difficulties other than
those related to archaeological properties in general: the criteria which call for uniqueness or
exemplary character have led to the choice of groups of buildings noteworthy for their psixitg,of

for the concentrations of monuments they contain and sometimes for their important historical
associations. It is important for urban archaeological sites to be listed as integral units. A cluster of

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monuments or a small group of buildings is r#guate to suggest the multiple and complex functions
of a city which has disappeared; remains of such a city should be preserved in their entirety together
with their natural surroundings whenever possible.

(i) Inhabited historic towns

In the case of irdhited historic towns the difficulties are numerous, largely owing to the fragility of
their urban fabric (which has in many cases been seriously disrupted since the advent of the industrial
era) and the runaway speed with which their surroundings haveupeanized. To qualify for
inscription, towns should compel recognition because of their architectural interest and should not be
considered only on the intellectual grounds of the role they may have played in the past or their value
as historical symbolsnder criterion (vi) for the inscription of cultural properties on the World Heritage

List (see Paragrapfi/ (vi) of the Operational Guidelings To be eligible for inscription in the List,

the spatial organization, structure, materials, forms and, where possible, functions of a group of
buildings should essentially reflect the civilization or succession of civilizations which have prompted
the nominabn of the property. Four categories can be distinguished:

a) Towns which are typical of a specific period or culture, which have been almost wholly
preserved and which have remained largely unaffected by subsequent developments.
Here the property to be listés the entire town together with its surroundings, which
must also be protected,

b)  Townsthathave evolved along characteristic lines and have preserved, sometimes in
the midst of exceptional natural surroundings, spatial arrangements and structures that
are typical of the successive stages in their history. Here the clearly defined historic part
takes precedence over the contemporary environment;

c) AHI st or itkat coverrexactlg thed same area as ancient towns and are now
enclosed within modern citiedere it is necessary to determine the precise limits of the
property in its widest historical dimensions and to make appropriate provision for its
immediate surroundings;

d) Sectors, areas or isolated units which, even in the residual state in which teey hav
survived, provide coherent evidence of the character of a historic town which has
disappeared. In such cases surviving areas and buildings should bear sufficient
testimony to the former whole.

Historic centres and historic areas should be listed onlyeathey contain a large number of ancient
buildings of monumental importance which provide a direct indication of the characteristic features of
a town of exceptional interest. Nominations of several isolated and unrelated buildings which allegedly
represat, in themselves, a town whose urban fabric has ceased to be discernible, should not be
encouraged.

However, nominations could be made regarding properties that occupy a limited space but have had a
major influence on the history of town planning. In soakes, the nomination should make it clear

that it is the monumental group that is to be listed and that the town is mentioned only incidentally as
the place where the property is located. Similarly, if a building of clearly Outstanding Universal Value
islocated in severely degraded or insufficiently representative urban surroundings, it should, of course,
be listed without any special reference to the town.

(iii) New towns of the twentieth century

It is difficult to assess the quality of new towns oftiventieth century. History alone will tell which
of them will best serve as examples of contemporary town planning. The examination of the files on
these towns should be deferred, save under exceptional circumstances.

Under present conditions, preferest®uld be given to the inscription in the World Heritage List of
small or mediunsized urban areas which are in a position to manage any potential growth, rather than
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the great metropolises, on which sufficiently complete information and documentatioh resaalily
be provided that would serve as a satisfactory basis for their inscription in their entirety.

In view of the effects which the inscription of a town on the World Heritage List could have on its
future, such entries should be exceptional. InSoripin the List implies that legislative and
administrative measures have already been taken to ensure the protection of the group of buildings and
its environment. Informed awareness on the part of the population concerned, without whose active
participdion any conservation scheme would be impractical, is also essential.

HERITAGE CANALS

16. Theconcepbffi ¢ a niadisaussed in detail in the Report of the Expert Meeting on Heritage Canals
(Canada, September 1994)

Definition

17. A canalis a humarengineered waterway. It may be of Outstanding Universal Value from the point
of view of history or technology, either intrinsically or as an exceptional example representative of
this category of culturgbroperty The canal may be a monumenalrk, the defining feature of a
linear cultural landscape, or an integral component of a complex cultural landscape.

Inscription of Heritage Canals on the World Heritage List

18. Authenticity depends holistically upon values and the relationships betivesa values. One
distinctive feature of the canal as a heritage element is its evolution over time. This is linked to how
it wasused during different periods and the associated technological changes the canal underwent.
The extent of these changes magstitute a heritage element.

19. The authenticity and historical interpretation of a canal encompass the connection between the real
property (subject of th€onventiol, possible movable property (boats, temporary navigation items)
and the associated sttures (bridges, etc) and landscape.

20. The significanceof canals can be examined under technological, economic, socidgnalsdape
factors as outlined below:

0) Technology

Canals can serve a variety of purposes: irrigation, navigation, defenaepawats, flood mitigation,
land-drainage and watesupply. The following are areas of technology which may be of significance:

a) The lining and waterproofing of the water channel,

b)  The engineering structures of the line with reference to compastitivtural features
in other areas of architecture and technology;

c) The development of the sophistication of construction methods; and

d) The transfer of technologies.
(i) Economy
Canals contribute to the economy in a variety of ways, e.g. in terms of ecahevelopment and
the conveyance of goods and people. Canals were the firsha@damroutes for the effective carriage

of bulk cargoes. Canals played and continue to play a key role in economic development through
their use for irrigation. The following ¢tors are important:

(iii) Social Factors
The building of canals had, and thejreration continues to have, social consequences:

a) The redistribution of wealth with social and cultural results; and
b)  The movement of people and the interaction of cultural groups.
(iv) Landscape

Such largescaleengineering works had and continue to have an impact on the natural landscape.
Related industrial activity and changing settlement patterns cause visible changes to landscape forms
and patterns.

HERITAGE ROUTES

21. The concept ofi r o uor aultui@l itineraries was discussed by the expert meetifigRm uat & S
Part of ourCulturalHeritag® (Madrid, Spain, November 1992)
Definition
22. The concept of heritage routes is shown to be a rich and fertile one, offering a privikegeaork
in which mutualunderstandinga plural approach to history and a culture of peace can all operate.
23. A heritage route is composed of tangible elements of which the cultural significance comes from

exchangesand a multidimensional dialogue across caigg or regions, and that illustrate the
interaction of movement, along the route, in space and time.

Inscription of Heritage Routes on the World Heritage List

24.

Thefollowing points should be considered when determining whether a heritage routebig soita
inscription orntheWorld Heritage List:

0] The requirement to hold Outstanding Universal Value should be recalled.
(i) Theconcept of heritage routes:

- is based on the dynamics of movement and the ideacbingeswith continuity in
space antime;

- refersto awhole, where the route has a worth over and above the sum of the elements
making it up and through which it gains its cultural significance;

- highlightsexchange and dialogletween countries or between regions

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- is multi-dimensional with different aspects developing and adding to its prime
purpose which may be religious, commercial, administrative or otherwise.

(iii) A heritage route may be considered as a specific, dynamic type of cultural landscape, just as
recent debates have led to their acceptance withidpkeational Guidelines

(iv)  Theidentification of a heritage route is based on a collection of strengttegible elements,
testimony to the significance of the route itself.

(v) The conditions of authenticity are to be applied on the grounds of its significance and other
elements making up the heritage route. It will take into account the duratiorroftéeand
perhaps how often it is used nowadays, as well as the legitimate wishes for development of
peoples affected.

Thesepoints will be considered within the natural framework of the route and its intangible
and symbolic dimensions.

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AUTHENTICITY IN RELA TION
TO THE WORLD HERITAGE CONVENTION

INTRODUCTION

This Annex reproduces the Nara Document on Authenticity, drafted by the 45 participants to the Nara
Conference on Authenticity in RelatiamtheWorld Heritage Conventigrneld at Nara, Japan, from 1

6 November 1994. The Nara Conference was organized in cooperation with UNESCO, ICCROM and
ICOMOS.

The World Heritage Committee examined the report of the Nara meeting on Authenticity at its 18th
session (Phuket, Thailand, 1994) (see document \@HCONF.003/16).

Subsequergxpert meetings have enriched the concept of authenticity in relationvitotieeHeritage
Conventior(see Bibliography of th®perational Guidelingés

THE NARA DOCUMENT ON AUTHENTICITY

Preamble

1.

We, the experts assembled in Nara (Japan), wish to acknowledge the generous spirit and intellectual
courage of the Japanese authorities in providing a timely forum in which we could challenge
conventional thinking in theonservatioriield, and debate ways and means of broadening our horizons

to bring greater respect for cultural and heritage diversity to conservation practice.

We also wish to acknowledge the value of the framework for discussion provided by thel&hitapb
Committee'desire to apply the test of authenticity in ways which accord full respect to the social and cultural
values of all societies, in examining the outstanding universal value of cultural properties proposed for the
World Heritage List.

The Nara Document on Authenticity is conceived in the spirit of the Charter of Venice, 1964, and builds
on it and extends it in response to the expanding scope of cultural heritage concerns and interests in our
contemporary world.

In a world that ismcreasingly subject to the forces of globalization and homogenization, and in a world
in which the search for cultural identity is sometimes pursued through aggressive nationalism and the
suppression of the cultures ofinorities the essential contributio made by the consideration of
authenticity in conservation practice is to clarify and illuminate the collective memory of humanity.

Cultural Diversityand Heritage Diversity

5.

The diversity of cultures and heritage in our world is an irreplaceable source of spiritual and intellectual
richness for alhumankind The protection and enhancement of cultural and heritage diversity in our
world should be actively promoted as an esakaspect of human development.

Cultural heritage diversity exists in time and space, and demands respect for other cultures and all
aspects of their belief systems. In cases where cultural values appear to be in conflict, respect for cultural
diversity demands acknowledgment of the legitimacy of the cultural values of all parties.

All cultures and societies are rooted in the particular forms and means of tangible and intangible
expression which constitute their heritage, and these shoukbpected.

It is important to underline a fundamental principle of UNESCO, to the effect that the cultural heritage
of each is the cultural heritage of all. Responsibility for cultural heritage and the management of it
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belongs, in the first place, e cultural community that has generated it, and subsequently to that
which cares for it. However, in addition to these responsibilities, adherence to the international charters
and conventions developed for conservation of cultural heritage also oblgstleration of the
principles and responsibilities flowing from them. Balancing their own requirements with those of other
cultural communities is, for each community, highly desirable, provided achieving this balance does not
undermine their fundamentaliltural values.

Values and authenticity

Conservation of cultural heritage in all its forms and historical periods is rooted in the values attributed
to the heritage Our ability to understand these values depends, in part, on the degree to which
information sourcesaboutthese values may be understood as credible or truthful. Knowledge and
understanding of these sources of information, in relation to original and subsequent characteristics of
the cultural heritage, and their meaning, is a requisitsi®for assessing all aspects of authenticity.

Authenticity, considered in this way and affirmed in the Charter of Venice, appears as the essential
qualifyingfactor concerning values. The understanding of authenticity plays a fundamental role in all
scientific studies of the cultural heritage, in conservation and restoration planning, as well as within the
inscription procedures used for the World Heritage Convention and other cultural heritage inventories.

All judgements about values attributea ¢ultural properties as well as the credibility of related
information sources may differ from culture to culture, and even within the same culture. It is thus not
possiblego base judgements of values and authenticity within fixed criteria. On thergottirarespect

due to all cultures requires that heritage properties must be considered and judged within the cultural
contexts to which they belong.

Therefore, it is of the highest importance and urgency that, within each culture, recogni@mrioed
to the specific nature of its heritage values and the credibility and truthfulness of related information
sources.

Depending on the nature of the cultural heritage, its cultural context, and its evolution through time,
authenticity judgements mhg linked to the worth of a great variety of sources of information. Aspects

of the sources may include form and design, materials and substance, use and function, traditions and
techniques, location and setting, and spirit and feeling, and other in@ndagxternal factors. The use

of these sources permits elaboration of the specific artistic, historic, social, and scientific dimensions of
the cultural heritage being examined.
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Appendix 1:Suggestiongor follow-up

1.

Respect for cultural and heritagéversity requires conscious efforts to avoid imposing mechanistic formulae
or standardized procedures in attempting to define or determine authenticity of particular monuments and
sites.

Efforts to determine authenticity in a manner respectful of cultures and heritage diversity requires
approachesvhich encourage cultures to develop analytical processes and tools specific to their nature and
needs. Such approaches may have several agpecsimon:

- efforts to ensure assessment of authenticity involve multidisciplinary collaboration and the appropriate
utilisation of all available expertise and knowledge;

- efforts to ensure attributed values are truly representative of a culture @idivérsity of its interests,
in particular monumentand sites;

- efforts to document clearly the particular nature of authenticity for monuments and sites as a practical
guide tofuturetreatment and monitoring;

- efforts to update authenticity assessits in light of changing values and circumstances.

Particularly important are efforts to ensure that attributed values are respected, and that their
determinationincluded efforts to build, as far as possible, a multidisciplinary and community coaisensu
concerning these values.

Approachesshould also build on and facilitate international-operation among all those with an
interest inconservatiorof cultural heritage, in order to improve global respect and understanding for
the diverse expressioand values of each culture.

Continuation and extension of this dialogue to the various regions and cultures of the world is a
prerequisiteto increasing the practical value of consideration of authenticity in the conservation of the
common heritage ofumankind.

Increasingawareness within the public of this fundamental dimension of heritage is an absolute
necessity in order to arrive at concrete measures for safeguarding the vestiges of the past. This means
developinggreater understanding of the wals represented by the cultural properties themselves, as
well as respecting the role such monuments and sites play in contemporary society.

A. THE ICOMOS PROCEDURE FOR THE EVALUATION OF CULTURAL PROPERTIES

In carrying out its evaluation of nominations of cultural properties ICOMOS (the International Council
of Monuments and Sites) is guided by @ygerational Guidelinegsee Paragrap8)

Once new nominations have been checked for completeness by the UNESCO World Heritage Centre,
the nominatiordossierghat are deemed as complete are delivered to ICOMOS, where they are handled
by the ICOMOS World Heritage Unit. From this point, dialogué eonsultation with the nominating

States Parties may begin and will continue throughout the evaluation process. ICOMOS will use its best
endeavours to allocate its available resources equitably, efficiently and effectively to maximise the
opportunity fordialogue with all nominating States Parties.

ThelCOMOSevaluation process involves the following stages as illustrated in figure 1.

1. Requests for further information

When it has identified that further information or clarification of existing informaisoneeded,
ICOMOS starts a dialogue with States Parties in order to explore ways to meet the needs. This may
involve letters, facéo face meetings, teleconferences or other forms of communication as agreed
between ICOMOS and the State Party concerned.

2. Desk Reviews

Each nomination is assessed by up to ten experts who are knowledgeable about the property in its geo
culturalcontextand who advise on the proposed AOut st a
property. Thi s i s ereisesurdertakera byl specialist aiademizs \&ithiry the e x
membership of ICOMOS, its National and International Committees, or by individuals within many
other specialist networks or institutions with which it is linked.

3. On site missions

These are carried bby experts who have practical experience of the management, conservation, and
authenticity aspects of individual properties. The process of selecting these experts makes full use of the
ICOMOS network. The advice of International Scientific Committedsratividual members is sought,

as is that of specialist bodies with whom ICOMOS has partnership agreements, such as The International
Committee for the Conservation of the Industrial Heritage (TICCIH), the International Federation of
Landscape Architect§~LA), and the International Committee for the Documentation and Conservation

of Monuments and Sites of the Modern Movement (DoCoMoMo).
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3bis.

In selecting experts to carry out-site missions, the policy of ICOMOS is wherever possible to choose
someone from #region in which the nominated property is located. Such experts are required to be
experienced in heritage management and conservation of the type of property concerned: they are not
necessarily high academic experts. They are expected to be abletdostEkmanagers on a basis of
professional equality and to make informed assessments of management plans, conservation practices,
visitor handling, etc. They are provided with detailed briefings, which include copies of the relevant
information from thedossiers. The dates and programmes of their visits are agreed in consultation with
States Parties, who are requested to ensure that ICOMOS evaluation missions are given a low profile so
far as the media are concerned. ICOMOS experts submit their repamtdidence on practical aspects

of the properties concerned, and may also comment in their reports on other aspects of the nomination.

Other sources of information

Otherrelevantinstitutions, such as UNESCO Chairs, universities and researchtesstibay also be
consulted during the evaluation process, and listed, as appropriate, in the evaluation report.

Review by the ICOMOS Panel

The ICOMOS World Heritage Panel comprises individual ICOMOS members who collectively
represent altegionsof the world and possess a wide range of relevant cultural heritage skills and
experienceSome of these members serve on the Panel for a fixed term while others are appointed for
one year only according to the characteristics of the nominated propertiesamipgeeix ICOMOS will

include within its Panel membership some experts who have past experience as membess of State
Parties delegations, but who are no longer serving as members of the World Heritage Committee. These
experts will serve in a personal and professional capacity.

The Panel meets twice, first in December and then in March. At the first meeting, the Panel evaluates
eachnomination based on the reports of Desk experts and of the site missions.

ThePanelimsto reach its recommendations on nominations by consensus.

The first Panel may come to final collective recommendations on some nominations while for others
further dialogue with States Parties may be agreed related to the need for more information or the need
for adjustmentgo the approach of the nomination. lases where the Panel has concluded that the
nominatiorhasno potential to justify Outstanding Universal Value, ICOMOS will contact States Parties

at this stage. A short interim report for each nomination, in one of the two working languages of the
Convenion, outlining the status and any issues relevant to the evaluation process, and any further
requests for supplementary information, will be provided in January to the nominating States Parties and
copied to the World Heritage Centre for distribution ® @hair of the World Heritage Committee.

The second Panel undertakes further evaluation of nominations for which a recommendation has not yet
been reached based on the receipt of further information or the outcome of dialogue with States Parties.
The Panethen agrees the remaining collective recommendations. Following the second Panel meeting,
the text of all evaluations is finalised and sent to the World Heritage Centre for distribution to States
Parties The names and qualifications of the members ofPdmeel are then provided to the World
Heritage Centre and published on the ICOMOS web site.

The ICOMOS evaluations provide an assessment of Outstanding Universal Value, including the
applicability of the criteria and the requirements of integrity and atititg, assessment of thelequacy

of legislative protection, management, and the state of conservation, and finally draft recommendations
to the World Heritage Committee with respect to inscription.

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B. THE IUCN PROCEDURE FOR THE EVALUATION OF NATURAL PROPERTIES

1. In carrying out its evaluation of nominations of natural properties, I[UG&lItternational Union for
Conservation of Nature) is guided by tBperational Guideline¢see Paragrapt¥8. The evaluation
process (see Figure idyvolves five elements:

(i) Data Assembly.Following receipt of the nomination dossier from the World Heritage Centre,
a standardised analysis is compiled on the property using the World Database on Protected Areas
and other IUCN global databases and thematic studies. This may include compagdyjises
on biodiversity values undertaken in partnership with the UNEP World Conservation Monitoring
Centre (UNEPWCMC). Key findings of data analysis are the subject of dialogue with the State
Party during the evaluation mission, anather stages ohe process.

(i)  External Review.The nomination is sent for desk review to independent experts knowledgeable
about the property and/or the values that are the subject of the nomination, who are primarily
members of IUCN's specialist Commissions and ndtsyoor expert members of partner
organisations of IUCNThe documents used to guide IUCN desk reviews are publicly available
on the IUCN websitenmww.iucn.org/worldheritage

(i)  Evaluation mission to theproperty. One or two appropriately qualified [IUCN experts visit
each nominated property to clarify details about the area, to evaluate site management and to
discuss the nomination with relevant authorities and stakeholders. IUCN experts, selected for
thar global perspective on conservation and natural history as well as their knowledge of the
Convention, are usually experienced members of the [IUCN World Commission on Protected
Areas. (This field inspection is undertaken jointly with ICOMOS in certaimsiins- see Part
C below). The format of IUCN field evadtion mission reports is publicly available on the IUCN
website: www.iucn.org/worldheritage.

(iv) Other sources of information. IUCN also consults additional literature and may receive
comments frm local NGOs, communities, indigenous peoples and other interested pdhtées in
nomination.Where relevant IUCN will also coordinate with other international conservation
instruments such as the Ramsar Convention, the Man and Biosphere Programm&kntéhthe
Geoparks Network, and will consult with universities and research institutes as appropriate.

(v) IUCN World Heritage Panel Review.The IUCN World Heritage Panel is established by the
Director General of IUCN to provide high quality and independecitnical and scientific
advice to IUCN on its work as an Advisory Body to the World Heritage Committee and strategic

Each evaluation report presents a concise summary of the proposed Outstanding Universal
Value of the property nominated, a global comparative analysis with othearsisitiés
(including both World Heritage properties and other protected areas) and a review of integrity
and management issues. It concludes with the assessment of the applicability of the criteria,
and a clear recommendation to the World Heritage Committee names of all experts
involved in the evaluation process are included in the final evaluation report, except in the case
of reviewers who have provided confidential reviews.

It is stressed, however, that these biogeographical atatsifi systems are used as a measure for
comparisoronly and do not imply that World Heritage properties are to be selected solely on this basis,
nor that the representation of all such classification systems is the basis for the selection process. The
guiding principle is that World Heritage properties must be of Outstanding Universal Value.

Systems to identify priority areas for conservation

4.

IUCN also uses systems which identify priority areas for conservation such as the World Wide Fund for
Nature's(WWF) Global 200 Ecoregions, WWF/IUCN's Centres of Plant Diversity, Conservation
International's Biodiversity Hotspots and HiBlodiversity Wilderness Areas, Birdlife International's
Endemic Bird Areas and Important Bird Areas, and other Key Biodiveke#igs such as Alliance for

Zero Extinction sites. These systems provide additional information on the significance of the nominated
properties for biodiversity conservation; however it is not assumed that all such sites should & includ
on the World Heatage List. The guiding principle is that World Heritage properties must be of
Outstanding Universal Value.
